· China has the largest population in the world. At 1.3 billion, this is about a fifth of the world total.

· Acid rain affects about 13% of the land area

· Around a fifth of surface water is not safe for human contact

· Air pollution is a major cause of respiratory illness. 
· China is the world’s largest emitter of CO2. Its emissions reached 8.29 billion tones in 2010, ahead of the US at 5.43 billion tones. 
· China has done a lot to make its energy use more efficient, but it is still behind technological leaders like Germany. 

· Environmental protests in China are becoming more common as people wake up to the costs of pollution in terms of health, life styles and development opportunities. The government worries about the implications for political stability.
